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Club Player Recommendations
Contacting College Coaches

The New Jersey College Bound Showcase is held for one clear reason.

 “Display as many high school aged players as possible, to as many college coaches or scouts as possible, creating an opportunity for the player to be recruited for collegiate play.”

The player however must do his/her part before playing in this or any other recruiting type event.

1 Contact college coaches of your interest.  

A list of NCAA schools can be accessed via our website. Once at the list, click on the school name and a link to the school athletic department will be provided.
2 If you want to become an NCAA student-athlete, you must first take care of your “student” side.

College-bound student-athletes who want to compete for Divisions I and II programs must be certified academically (and also as an amateur) by the NCAA Eligibility Center.

NCAA Eligibility Center certification does not necessarily mean that a college-bound student-athlete will be accepted for admission at a Division I or II member college or university since institutional admissions requirements often are more restrictive than NCAA initial-eligibility standards. Any college-bound student-athlete should prepare for the academic side of college as though the athletics experience did not exist.

Division III does not require NCAA Eligibility Center certification. To participate in Division III athletics, a student-athlete must have been admitted as a regularly enrolled, degree-seeking student in accordance with the regular, published entrance or admissions policies of that college or university. A link to the NCAA Eligibility Center is provided on our website.
3 Stay open minded to the coaches who contact you. 
The “College of NJCBS”, may not be your first choice but, respond to a coach, open that door. You may not be offered a full or partial scholarship, but you may get into a school that you normally would not, with the coach’s recommendation. The world of college coaching is a small one. They may help you open a door to another university just by speaking well of you in conversation.
4 Always respond to a college coach.

If you are interested in a college that has contacted you, respond that you are interested. 
If you are not interested, politely say no thank you for the moment.
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
